RETURNING PLAYERS:
If you played in the 2015 Chiller High School Summer League last summer YOU DO
NOT HAVE TO REGISTER AGAIN!

1. Instead, go to http://www.chillerstats.com and log in with the email address and
password you used last summer (use "Forgot Password?" link on
www.chillerstats.com if needed) and make sure your USA Hockey ID is updated.
It will be in red if it is out of date.

2. You will be added to your team in one of two ways:
1. Since your name is already in the system, your coach/manager can
manually add you to the team - in which case, you don't have to do
anything.
